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CASPER has just completed 20 months. During this period, technical work on all 

relevant work packages has progressed sufficiently. In terms of outreach and 

dissemination activities, in this issue we present the CASPER article at Spanish 

Newspaper “La Vanguardia”, published during the second year of the project, 

and we provide details on the successful implementation of the first CASPER 

workshop, held in Lund, Sweden, on July 2017. In terms of training, new 

secondments among partners have been initiated and nine researchers in total 

have been seconded. Moreover, we are glad to announce the successful 

completion of the mid-term review of the project from the EC. Generally, during 

the second year of CASPER, we expect to achieve high-quality technical 

contributions to recognized conferences and journals, as well as to continue the 

project’s outreach commitments to especially young people in Europe. The 

focus is on technical work related to QoE estimation and management, part of 

WP3 and WP4.
